Muster and Parade Sailing Directions 2011
	1. Muster


	After Launching Boats should gather from 1215 around half way between Platcock Rocks (where the watch hut is) and Craigleith Island, upwind from the parade of sail gybe mark. 


	2 Parade of Sail:


	Around 1245, a horn will sound and  the lead boat will proceed through the mustering fleet towards Platcock rocks.  The fleet should fall into line behind the lead boat with the fastest boat first behind the lead boat and the slowest boat joining last, in the order given in the attendees document.  Any boat not on the attendee document should slot in where they think they should be.  Leave a 10 to 15 second gap between boats.  

	(2a).  If wind from North through West to South West….


	Sail  in line towards the Mooring buoy in the Fairway.  Gybe round the mooring buoy, sailing parallel to Platcock, through the Start-Finish Line (marked by inner and outer pink buoys) and then run towards the Bass Rock, as fast as you can.

	2(b) If wind from South through East to North East


	Sail in Line towards the Start-Finish line. Gybe through the line. Sail toward the mooring buoy, then out leaving buoy “A” (see plan that follows) to port and sail out towards the North of the Lamb as fast as you can.

	3. Sternchase


	When the last boat in the Parade crosses the Start-Finish Line she luffs up and starts beating towards the Windward Mark, and with any luck a horn will be sounded again. This is the signal for the start of the race and the rest of the fleet may now luff up  and start beating back towards the Start line.  If everything has worked the faster the boat the longer the beat that they are handicapped by.  The Course is round the club racing marks “A”  “D” “T” 
In winds from North through West to South West the course is Clockwise (Line-A-D-T-Line). In winds from South through East to North the course is anti clockwise (Line-T-D-T-Line).  First one across the finish line is the winner.  If in doubt follow the boat in front.
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The safety of a craft and her entire management, including insurance, shall be the sole and inescapable responsibility of

the owner/competitor racing the craft. The establishment of these directions in no way limits or reduces the complete

and unlimited responsibility of the owner/skipper for their crew, craft and the management thereof.
Lifejackets to be worn at all times.  All boats to have minimum £2million third party insurance.
International Rules for the Avoidance of Collision at Sea apply.
